Irregular Past Participles

abrir abierto morir | muerto Examples:

decir dicho poner | puesto Ellahallegado. She has arrived.
descubrir | descubierto  romper | roto ¢Has comido? Have you eaten?

escribir | escrito ver visto No la hemos visto. We haven't seen her.
hacer hecho volver | vueto

Lo que

Lo que means “what” in the sense of “the thing that”
Examples: Lo que me gustaes...(What I likeis...)

Direct Object Pronouns (review)
Remember that the direct object pronouns me, te, lo, la, nos, os, los, and las all
answer the guestion “what?” or “whom?” Place them on the end of infinitives and
positive commands, or in front of conjugated verbs.
Voy a leer los libros --> Voy a leerlos. Read what? read them
Miguel lee la revista. --> Miguel la lee. Reads what? reads it
Ellame ayuda. Helps whom? helps me

Future - what will happen Add the endings to the infinitive stem. Examples.
